Square Dance Doõs & Donõts 
¶ DO jump on in! 
Just get yourself into the nearest square and get to 
know someone you are not familiar with; you might 
make a new friend and learn a new call. Introduce 
yourself to the others in your square and always thank 
your square once the tip is done. 

¶ DO listen to the caller 
Please keep your chatting to the breaks between tips it 
will make your dance more enjoyable when everyone 
can hear the caller clearly to get you all home again 

¶ DO be gentle 
Using a gentle handhold when in your square will be 
much appreciated. There are those for whom a strong 
grip can be painful.  Also forcing a follow into twirls 
or spins is not appropriate. Keep in mind square 
dancing is a cooperative, group effort. 

¶ DO be an angel 
Dancers that come to classes that have already 
completed are called angels. The world needs 
angelséso do our squares! Please come out and help 
others learn the calls and the fun of square dancing 
with your help. Angels get to sharpen their own 
dancing skills, while helping other dancers learn new 
calls and even filling that last post for a square. 

¶ DO keep it fresh! 
Having a fresh body, fresh breath, short fingernails, 
and a clean wardrobe is sure to make you the belle of 
the ball! 

¶ DONõT be perfect 
You and your fellow dancers are bound to make 
mistakes and sometimes squares will breakdown. Take 
it all in stride. Everyone is there for a good time and 
for fun! When correcting a fellow dancer, be 
courteous and polite. Whenever possible, ask the 
caller to demonstrate the problem calls. 

¶ DONõT imbibe and dance
